Do you know why their
building looks the way it does? In 1812 an earthquake measuring
more than 8.0 on the Richter scale occurred at New Madrid, Missouri.
This earthquake made the Mississippi River run backwards for three
days and made church bells ring in Philadelphia! The building reflects
that odd event, and Ripley's...Believe It or Not! in Branson has become
one of the most photographed buildings in the world!

In 2003, the museum moved from Victorville, California, to its new
location here in Branson, Missouri. This isn't really a typical museum;

The Titanic Museum

This astounding signature building was built half-scale to the original
Titanic.
